Heli is believed to have been 

Joseph’s father-inlaw,  
making Luke a record  
of Mary’s Genealogy.  

 
Luke was written to the  

gentiles and goes back to  

Adam, emphasizing Jesus as  
Savior to all people.  

 
 

So Joseph also went up from the town 
of Nazareth in Galilee to Judea, to 

Bethlehem the town of David, because 
he belonged to the house and line of 

David. - Luke 2:4

"After this, God gave them judges until 
the time of Samuel the prophet.
